3° Pour nous cet intérét tient encore a ce qu'une lumidre singulidre
est jeteé sur I'un et ’autre par un Manuscrit latin, en dépot dans la Bib-
liothéque de Leningrad: le lat. F v 1 7.

4. Deux manuscrits connus jusqu’ici comme des représentants les
plus vénérables de la minuscule de Frioul (le Ms. du Musée de Cividale
et le Vat. Reg. N 1472) présentent des traits de D'éeriture italienne
du Nord trés prononcés. Leur date, que 1’on attribue an milieu du IX-e
siécle, saurait étre rehausséé sensiblement. Tout de méme ce n’est point 1a que
I’on doit chercher des échantillons les plus anciens de la minuscule de Frioul.

5. C’est le manuscrit latin F v I 7 de Leningrad qui ouvre les per-
spectives plus profondes sur les origines de la minuscule de Frioul.

L’examen de ce manuscrit, — nous I’avons publié dans les MSF, & pro-
pos de millénaire de Paul, fils de Warnefrid, — nous a mené & des conclu-
sions suivantes (§§ 6—10).

6. Les 12 premiéres lignes de lalettre introductoire présentent 1’écriture
autographe de Paul.

7. I’écriture du seribe (clericulus) qui les suit,— Paul se trouvant
fatigué et malade,—et les écritures du Codex méme, appartiennent i la
seule et méme école graphique.

8. Ces écritures ne sauraient étre attribuées a la Gaule du Nord, vu
les considérations paléographiques, ainsi que les considérations historiques.

9. Bien que I'Italie se présente comme leur théatre, ce n’est pas
la région de Bénévent (Mont Cassin), I’écriture, comme ponctuation se trou-
vant rebelles & cette attribution.

10. Il n’y a que I*hypothése forojulienne qui se trouve tout indiqude.
Opportune au point de vue paléographique, elle résout, d'une facon satis-
faisante, nombre d’énigmes et se trouve confirmée par nombre de considé-
rations, savoir:

12. Notons l'intérét— tout particulier, que Panl, dans son «Histoire
des Longobards», Livre II, chap. 13, témoigne a I'itinéraire, peu ordinaire
de Venance Fortunat. Cet itinéraire menant de Gaule & Ravenne se trouve
identique pour celui qui, en partant de Gaule, se rend pour Frioul. On
échappe difficilement & la pensée, que cette route, Paul I’a faite lui méme
pour se rendre non directement au Mont Cassin, mais pour s’arréter, encore
une fois, & Frioul, sa maladie I’y ayant retenu pour longtemps.

13. La richesse et la fraicheur des souvenirs concernant Frioul, dans
son «Histoire des Longobards», nous laissent la conviction que, sans trainer
longuement ces souvenirs a travers la Gaule, Paul devait les recueillir et
les noter peu avant sa cloture définitive au Mont Cassin, pour les y exposer.

14. Le spectacle du chap. 37, livre IV de la rentrée de son arriere-
grand peére dans la maison déserte, privée de meubles (volég), au foyer ou
les ronces et les mures sauvages poussent, fait penser & la rentrée du frére
de Paul apres la captivité franque, et & la revue de deux fréres, dans la
maison paternelle.
