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Abstract. The relevance of the article is due to the fact that most factors in the
formation of the self-image have already been identified in many studies, nevertheless,
for the development of scientific knowledge regarding this phenomenon, this study can
be useful, raising questions about the categorical structures of the predictors of the self-
image of an adult personality and the factors that determine them. It is noted that the
formation of the self-image is formed not only by internal factors, but also due to social
conditions. In accordance with the theoretical position formulated above, we conducted
a study that involved the diagnosis of the self-image and factors that can be predictors of the
categorical structures of the self-image in 80 respondents, 68 females and 12 males, the age
indicator ranged from 18 to 60 years. Factorization of the matrix by the method of principal
components with rotation of “Varimax-normalized” showed that the image-self of youth
consists of three components: self-attitude based on their own assessments; self-attitude
based on the assessments of others; I am identity. The results of multiple regression analysis
by the stepwise inclusion method made it possible to determine both complex and individual
contributions of predictors to the variability of integral factors (p < 0.001). Common to all
three structures are the predictors of the approval of others, academic performance and
morality, which introduce a non-equilibrium treasure into the variability of the categorical
structures of the self-image. We hope to deepen our understanding of the contribution of
certain factors to various categorical structures of the self-image, and their interaction in the
adult personality, dividing the group by age periods.
