The problem of development of individuality
in the modern socio-cultural situation

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to identify the problem of development and ed-
ucation of individuality in the modern socio-cultural situation. Various approaches to un-
derstanding individuality in Russian psychology are considered. It is shown that interest in
individuality in Russian psychology is historically due to the fact that according to Christian
anthropology, the ideas of which had considerable authority in Russia in the XIX — early
XX centuries, it is individuality that is the “spiritual core of man”, it is the spiritualized
soul that is immortal in eternity, therefore the study and education of individuality was
given special importance in Russian religious psychology. It is also shown that interest
in the problem of individuality was also presented in the natural science wing of Russian
psychology associated with the names of I. M. Sechenov, 1. P. Pavlov, A. A. Ukhtomsky,
A. F. Lazursky and others.

It is shown that the traditions of individuality research were preserved in the XX cen-
tury in the schools of B. M. Teplov, B. G. Ananyev, V. S. Merlin and their followers (E. A.
Golubev, M. K. Kabardov and others). According to the ideas of these researchers about
the structure of individuality, it is the basis for understanding a person in the context of its
connections with such aspects as the subject, individual, personality, and universe.

The problems of individuality development and education in the modern socio-cultural
situation are formulated, caused by digitalization, changes in the value system, the histori-
cal crisis of childhood, and insufficient attention to the implementation of school education
over a long period of time. The data of the study are presented, according to which modern
young people experience unification of individuality, decrease in social sensitivity, pragma-
tization of values.

It is shown that special work is needed aimed at nurturing individuality taking into
account the modern socio-cultural situation, based on the principles of spiritual and moral
dialogue, “deep” communication, use of the experience of famous teachers, including the
development of special programs for training school teachers and students of pedagogical
universities.

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Abstract. The author of the article puts forward a hypothesis according to which the
central character of F. M. Dostoevsky's work “Notes from the Underground” is a literary
prototype of the main character of the novel by A. M. Gorky “The Life of Klim Samgin”.
According to the researcher, Russian writers analyze in their works a personality with a
schizoid-polyphonic type of character accentuation, which A. Lowen considered in his book
“Betrayal of the Body”. In our opinion, there are extremely many psychological features
in common between the “underground man” and Klim Samgin: the presence of schizoid
alienation syndrome from society (a kind of sociophobic syndrome) in the characters, the
presence of a vividly accented “polyphonic character” uniting an inferiority complex and
megalomania in their “split self” (R. Lang) sadistic and masochistic traits of their personal-
ity. In addition, the common specific “psychological facets” of Klim and the “underground
master” are “emotional coldness” (E. Kretschmer) of the heroes, their “petrified insensitiv-
ity”” towards other personalities. The author of the article analyzes the artistic and psycho-
logical features of the characters of F. M. Dostoevsky and A. M. Gorky, expressed in their
“autistic dreaminess” as a kind of “escape from reality”, the inability of the characters to get
out of the schizoid isolation of their “existential Hamletism”. According to the researcher,
A. M. Gorky not only borrows the model of the schizoid personality, which is so vividly
described in “Notes from the Underground”, but also adopts the methodological aspects of
the author's position in relation to his hero, implemented by F. M. Dostoevsky. Consciously
avoiding the ethical assessment of Samgin's thoughts and actions, producing an ambivalent

dialogue of consciousnesses (M. M. Bakhtin) carried out inside and outside his character.

Features of the emotional sphere of young people prone
to eating disorders

Abstract. The article contains an analysis of the psychological problems of eating disor-
ders in adolescent subjects, as well as factors determining the occurrence and development
of these disorders. The purpose of the study was to study the characteristics of the emotional
sphere of young people with a tendency to food deviations. The interrelationships of man-
ifestations of eating disorders with personal anxiety, various types of aggression and the
level of neuroticism of respondents are also analyzed. In the theoretical part of the study,
the characteristics of eating disorders and their causes are presented, the main approaches
to this problem from domestic and foreign psychologists are analyzed, and the features of
adolescence that can cause such disorders are described.

The empirical study involved adolescents, in the number of 70 respondents, who, during
psychological diagnosis, were divided into two groups according to the degree of proba-
bility of occurrence of eating disorders. The first group included young people with a high
probability of these disorders, the second group consisted of people who do not have a
tendency to eating disorders. The following methods were used in the research process: the
questionnaire of food preferences (EAT-26), the scale of assessment of eating behavior (ad-
aptation of O. A. Ilchik), the scale of anxiety. Spielberger (adaptation by Yu. L. Khanin), the
method “Types of aggressiveness” by L. G. Pochebut, the method of diagnosing the level of
neuroticism by L. I. Wasserman (modified by V. V. Boyko). The results of the study showed
that the following manifestations of eating disorders are characteristic of adolescents prone
to food deviations: the desire for thinness, bulimia, dissatisfaction with their own body, as
well as interoceptive incompetence, expressed in the inability to adequately identify and
regulate the sensations of their own body. Young people prone to eating disorders are more
anxious and aggressive than their peers with adequate eating behavior, and they are also
characterized by a high level of neuroticism. The study showed a direct correlation between
the manifestations of eating disorders of adolescent subjects with personal anxiety, self-ag-
gression and the level of neuroticism.

Aggressiveness and the desire to find new sensations
in the youth environment

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to identify the connection between manifestations
of aggression and the search for new sensations in the youth environment. The search for
new sensations is a multidimensional phenomenon that combines the desire for risk, nov-
elty, intense sensory stimuli and violation of social norms. The search for new sensations
is closely related to risky behavior, which in conditions of emotional stress can lead to
aggressive actions. Search activity can serve as a connecting element between the need for
novelty and aggression. The analysis of the relationship between the desire for novelty and
aggressiveness in the context of personal and social factors is carried out.

A representative sample was created, including 120 participants aged 18 to 35 years,
which was structured into two subgroups: a youth group (18-25 years old) — 60 participants,
mainly students or young professionals at the stage of active professional and personal
development, and an adult group (2635 years old) — 60 participants, representatives of
various professional fields with experience in social and labor adaptation. The following
methods were used: the Bass-Perry aggressiveness questionnaire; the Zuckerman technique
“Tendency to search for new sensations”; the Eysenck test (EPQ); Rotenberg's method of
“Search activity”. The statistical analysis was carried out using multivariate analysis, corre-
lation analysis, single-factor analysis of variance (ANOVA) and cluster analysis.

Significant correlations between aggressiveness and the desire for novelty, high correla-
tions between physical aggression and the desire for thrills were revealed. The influence of
age, personal and temperamental factors on the level of aggression and the desire for nov-
elty, as well as on differences in the forms of aggression, is shown. Special attention is paid
to temperament characteristics such as neuroticism and extraversion, which can influence
the desire for novelty and manifestations of aggressive behavior. The role of search activity
as a mediator in the relationship between the desire for novelty and aggressive behavior
is shown. The approaches to the prevention of aggressive behavior aimed at developing
self-regulation skills, reducing the level of neuroticism and anxiety, and teaching construc-
tive adaptation strategies are highlighted.

Features of students' vitality in conditions of bullying

Abstract. The modern educational environment is filled with challenges and complex-
ities, including academic, social and emotional aspects. In this regard, the importance of
studying the student's resilience in modern society as a factor that allows to effectively cope
with the new environment, lack of experience in the independent organization of the learning
process and social changes is considered. The aim of the work is to study the peculiarities of
students' vitality in the conditions of bullying. The problem of bullying as one of the most
topical in the student environment is analyzed, the problems of occurrence and consequenc-
es of bullying for the student's personality are considered. The results of the pilot study of
the specifics of students' viability occupying different roles in bullying are presented. The
following methods were used for the research: “Bullying Risk Questionnaire” (authors:
A. A. Bochaver, V. B. Kuznetsova, E. M. Bianki, P. V. Dmitrievsky, M. A. Zavalishina,
N. A. Kaporskaya, K. D. Khlomov); “Methodology to identify the bullying structure” (au-
thor E. G. Norkina); “Adult vitality” (by A. V. Makhnach); “Shyness Diagnostic Test” (au-
thors: A. B. Belousova, I. M. Yusupov); “ITO” (Individual-Typological Questionnaire by
L. N. Sobchik). Empirical data processing was carried out using frequency analysis and
non-parametric criterion of comparison of two independent groups Mann-Whitney U-cri-
terion.

The study revealed that the integral indicator of the level of vitality, as well as the level
of'its individual components, such as perseverance and spirituality, in the groups of defend-
ers and observers in students 18—19 years old in a bullying situation is significantly higher
than in the group of victims. It was found that the content characteristics of the specificity
of students' resilience in a bullying situation differ depending on the role they occupy. Re-
spondents occupying the role of defenders and observers in a bullying situation, as com-
pared to victims, have a more positive self-esteem and aspiration for normal self-assertion,
are characterized by a turn of personality to the world of real phenomena, have a higher
level of persistence, vitality and self-discipline, and aspiration to find support in faith. The
obtained results allow us to outline possible ways to further study the peculiarities of stu-
dents' resilience in the situation of bullying, and also determine the directions of work on
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strengthening the resilience of student personality to prevent the phenomena of bullying in
the conditions of higher education.

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Toxic images of modern mass culture:
family and school in an aggressive information environment

Abstract. The phenomenon of mass culture is considered from the point of view of
emotional and figurative approach. It is shown that in the works of mass culture research-
ers since the twenties of the last century the idea of commercial, market character of this
phenomenon, opposite to the ideas of humanism and social sustainability, has been present.
As aresult of the general attitude of mass culture to commercial success, its images inev-
itably become more and more primitive and use the most common and simple emotional
states — primarily the emotions of the groups fear and anger. In the second half of the twen-
tieth century, globalisation led to the worldwide spread of mass culture with its centre in the
USA and Western Europe. At present, the emotional and figurative filling of mass culture
with destructive (toxic) emotions stimulates such manifestations of fear and anger as drug
addiction, bullying and hustling. The transmission of toxic images through children's toys
is particularly dangerous. The primitive and asymmetrical nature of the emotional spectrum
that mass culture broadcasts through toys prevents the development of emotional intelli-
gence at the age when this is the most important task (the first seven years of a child's life).
A survey of parents in the cities of Novosibirsk (Russia) and Brest (Belarus) showed that
most parents do not realise the importance of the emotional and imaginative content of toys
and do not pay due attention to the emotions carried by toys. Parents are sure that the most
important task of toys is the development of logical thinking and physical (bodily) develop-
ment of the child, even to the detriment of the development of the emotional sphere. Parents
also do not pay attention to the origin of images underlying the design of toys, as a result
of which toys often carry aggressive and frightening images characteristic of products of
Western film studios and computer games. It is concluded that to counteract the toxic influ-
ence of mass culture we need the combined efforts of researchers, experts and legislators.

Development of learner's personality as a subject of cognitive activity
in the process of teaching history on the basis of an interactive approach

Abstract. The article considers the actual problems of formation of historical thinking in
the conditions of growing international tension and the crisis of national identity of the Rus-
sian society. It shows the connection between the formation of historical thinking and the
subject-personal potential of the student. The purpose of this article is to reveal the possibil-
ities of development of the student's personality as a subject of cognitive activity in the pro-
cess of teaching history based on the principles of interactive approach in the basic school.
A comparative characterization of criteria and structure of personality subjectivity is given.
On the basis of analysis of various scientific approaches (subject-activity, system-subject,
subject-being, etc.) the attributive properties of the subject are singled out: conscious ac-
tivity, human understanding of the surrounding world, self-regulation, self-organization,
freedom of choice, creativity, cognition of one's individuality, subject-subject interaction.
The necessity of creating an educational environment that stimulates the development of
the subjectivity of the individual is substantiated. The leading principles of organizing such
an educational environment are the principle of personalization, challenge, cooperation and
focusing on the strengths of the student's personality. It is shown that one of the approaches
to learning, where the orientation to the development of the student's personality as a sub-
ject of cognitive activity is clearly manifested and the above principles are realized, is the
interactive approach. The criteria of subjectivity are correlated with the principles of the
interactive approach in teaching. Specific examples of implementation of the principles of
interactive approach in teaching at history lessons with the use of interactive cognitive tasks
are given from the teaching practice. It is emphasized that interactive cognitive tasks allow
the teacher to organize cognitive activity in the unity of its elements — methodical, moti-
vational, operational and reflexive-evaluative in the development of students' personality
as a subject of this activity. In conclusion, we draw conclusions about the possibilities of
interactive learning, which allow actualizing and reflecting the subject position of a modern
student, to develop multidimensional personality subjectivity and to form historical think-
ing, which is the most essential component of civil identity of the population of the Russian
Federation, in accordance with the demands of modernity.
